My Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

From time to time, the Administrative board members get questions from the general
congregation about the various committees and what they’re responsible for. This week, I'll try to
share some things about the board of trustees.

The organization and operation of the trustees is directed by the Book of Discipline [ 2524-]
2532, and it states:

Local Church Board of Trustees Organization and Membership
The board of trustees shall organize as follows:

1. Within thirty days after the beginning of the ensuing calendar or conference year (whichever
applies to the term of office), each board of trustees shall convene at a time and place
designated by the chairperson, or by the vice chairperson in the event that the chairperson is
not reelected a trustee or because of absence or disability is unable to act, for the purpose of
electing officers of the said board for the ensuing year and transacting any other business
properly brought before it.

2. The board of trustees shall elect from the membership thereof, to hold office for a term of one
year or until their successors shall be elected, a chairperson, vice chairperson, secretary, and, if
need requires, a treasurer; provided, however, that the chairperson and vice chairperson shall
not be members of the same class; and provided further, that the offices of secretary and
treasurer may be held by the same person; and provided further, that the chairperson shall be a
professing member of the local church. The duties of each officer shall be the same as those
generally connected with the office held and which are usually and commonly discharged by the
holder thereof. The church local conference may, if it is necessary to conform to the local laws,
substitute the designations president and vice president for and in place of chairperson and vice
chairperson.

Besides being responsible for the maintenance and upkeep of the church, the board of trustees
is also responsible for the maintenance and upkeep of the other church property including the
parsonage(s).

Also, the trustees conduct or cause to be conducted an annual accessibility audit of their
buildings, grounds, and facilities to discover and identify what physical, architectural, and
communication barriers exist that impede the full participation of people with disabilities and shall



make plans and determine priorities for the elimination of all such barriers. The Accessibility
Audit for churches shall be used in filling out the annual church and/or charge conference
reports.

Membership in the board of trustees is by nomination and approval by annual Charge
Conference according to the Book of Discipline.

The trustees are required to meet at either the call of the pastor or of its president at least once a
year. During the year, the trustees meet to discuss the upcoming projects and those in
immediate need are assessed on a priority basis.

I know that sometimes, it looks like the wheels are grinding slow in getting things done around
the church but remember, repairs are dependent upon not only the trustees identifying the repair
concerns but they also are dependent upon the contractor’s schedule, ordering and receiving
items needing replacement or repair. Keep in mind that many of the items for the church (some
doors, windows, etc.) have to be special ordered and therefore, take more time. The wheels of
progress do turn, but they turn slowly and we may not notice the movement.

| think personally that our trustees are to be commended for the work that they’ve accomplished
during the past, especially in getting our building updated for the School and Fire Marshall
compliant throughout. Now the main concerns are fixing the roof where the stone parapet fell
and to get the fellowship doors replaced (another special order item that is taking time to arrive).

Should you have concerns or see items that need attention, please let myself, or our office
manager Toni or the Chair of the Trustees, Paul Hurley know about it. You may notice something
that others miss that needs attention.
