My Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

     Something that we do and should continue to do as we follow  our Lord Jesus Christ is to 
encourage one another.  WeÕre told in 1 Peter 3:8, ÒFinally, all of you, live in harmony with one 
another; be sympathetic, love as brothers, be compassionate and humble.Ó  As we would want 
done to us, we need to be there for our church family members when there are events to be 
celebrated and also to be encouragement for them when trouble strikes.  That trouble could be 
illness, divorce, surgery, family trouble, death or grieving.

     Following LoisÕ foot injury we received many cards and telephone calls offering help with 
whatever we needed, and most recently, (in fact with Lois still in a walking boot), I experienced 
that encouragement from our parishioners.  I was admitted to the hospital this past Sunday with 
a blood clot in my leg.  IÕm so grateful to all of  you that called or stopped by to offer words of 
encouragement, the beautiful get well cards and prayers with me.  Lois and I appreciated all the 
offers of help and the dinners that were brought to us at home.  While in the hospital, I was 
visited one day and given a beautiful get well card made by two of  our younger children at 
church.  The encouragement of  their parents visit plus that get well card was punctuated by the 
fact that the little boy sent along his Scooby Do stuffed animal for Òpastor Fred to sleep withÓ.  I 
just thought that was so cool that this little child was already practicing compassionate acts by 
sending along his ÒScoobyÓ to comfort me.  He learned that somewhere didnÕt he?  I have no 
doubt that he is practicing what he sees in his parents daily livesÉ love that his parents have for 
our Lord Jesus Christ and the outpouring of love from them to others.  

     Encouraging someone isnÕt always about giving pearls of wisdom or saying something to 
make them feel better.  Encouraging someone most times is the ministry of being.  You can 
support and encourage another sometimes by just sitting silently with a friend, waiting and 
praying along with them and yes, even being that shoulder to cry on or someone to cry with.  I 
remember how  weÕre told that weÕre the body of Christ, a body of  believers and if  Òone part 
suffers, every part suffers with itÓ, says St. Paul in his 1st letter to the church in Corinth Chapter 
12, verse 26.
