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My Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

      Have you ever wondered about our core values as followers of our Lord Jesus Christ?  
These are our common assumptions and our core values: 

     We Believe…that there is but one living and true God, everlasting, without body or parts, of 
infinite power, wisdom, and goodness; the maker and preserver of  all things, both visible and 
invisible. And in unity of this Godhead there are three persons, of one substance, power, and 
eternity—the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost. The Son, who is the Word of the Father, the 
very and eternal God, of one substance with the Father, took man's nature in the womb of the 
blessed Virgin; so that two whole and perfect natures, that is to say, the Godhead and Manhood, 
were joined together in one person, never to be divided; whereof is one Christ, very God and 
very Man, who truly suffered, was crucified, dead, and buried, to reconcile his Father to us, and 
to be a sacrifice, not only for original guilt, but also for actual sins of men. Christ did truly rise 
again from the dead, and took again his body, with all things appertaining to the perfection of 
man's nature, wherewith he ascended into heaven, and there sitteth until he return to judge all 
men at the last day. The Holy Ghost, proceeding from the Father and the Son, is of one 
substance, majesty, and glory with the Father and the Son, very and eternal God, present as our 
sustainer and helper.  

     Doesn’t the above statement resonate with your belief  and sound familiar?  That’s because 
there’s a prayer that we recite goes much like that.  It’s the Apostles’ Creed. Look and see.
